= Method of reproduction: Hydra usually reproduce asexually, by budding. Hydra can also reproduce sexually, but this is much less
common. Differentiation must be induced by environmental factors for this to occur. Some species are hermaphroditic and others
have separate males and females.

= Determining Sex: Sexing hydra is difficult, although it can be done with the use of a microscope to identify the testes
and ovaries.

Life Cycle

Given the right conditions, budding will occur and hydra can be held almost indefinitely.

Wild Habitat

Hydra can be found in freshwater streams, ponds, and lakes in both temperate and tropical regions.
Disposition

In order to protect our environment, do not release this organism into the wild. When you are done with your hydra, add bleach to the
culture and dump it down the drain.
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
