There are over 2,000 species of rotifers that may be found in many bodies of freshwater all over the world, includingaiamp soil
mosses. Several species live in saltwater, usually among plants but sometimes between grains of sand on beaches.They are mos

omnivorous and feed on decomposing matter, green algae, bacteria and diatoms but some can be cannibalistic. Rotifers can be fi
swimming, or may move as an inchworm along substrate and some may be sessile.

€ You can safely use one of the following methods:
€ Treat culture with a 10% bleach solution for 24 hours (1 part bleach to 9 parts culture medium or water culture medium

removed). Then rinse bleach solution down the drain with water until you can no longer smell bleach. Rinse remaining
materials and containers with water and dispose of them in a general garbage container.
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
